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   Safety On The Internet

It is the responsibility of every adult to protect the children in their care.  Children are a gift. 

The documents on this CD are to be used with the DVD, “Safety On The Internet,” created to educate parents and young people about the dangers that exist in “instant communication” on the Internet.  Children innocently give away information that can lead a child predator right to your door.  This program will help you to make the Internet a safer environment for your family so you can enjoy inviting the world into your home.

Young people find talking in a Chat Room or through Instant Messaging much easier than carrying on a face-to-face conversation.  Children that tend to be shy and timid will come alive in this setting when they don’t have to worry about being embarrassed or tongue-tied.  The problem is that the teen they think they are confiding in may actually be a 40 year-old man.  This program will outline some of the rules in keeping your child out of harm’s way.  

It is important for parents to set guidelines for computer use that you and your child agree on. They will be less likely to break these rules.  In parenting we follow fundamental rules to keep our children safe. The rules on the Internet are basically the same.  Just as you would not send your child to a park alone at night, it is vitally important that parents maintain an active presence near the computer. Many of the stranger abductions of young people begin in a Chat Room while the parent is sitting in the same room with the computer.  Child predators hide behind their computers. Don’t let any child become a statistic!
